Glossary
(A somewhat unusual one)

This glossary organizes in alphabetical order the words, both keywords and others,
that appear in the different listening units. In addition, it includes a couple of words
that pertain to the structure of the units or instructions for the exercises (e.g., N7
unit; Y18 draw). It is very different from a Hebrew dictionary or glossary in that it
does not supply grammatical information or multiple meanings of words, with few
exceptions for the sake of clarity that are primarily driven by the English equivalents
of Hebrew words (e.g., the word “shop”, which in English could be either a noun or a
verb and thus corresponds to two very different Hebrew words). It also allows
words to appear in the singular or plural, in any tense, and with some prepositions,
or, in other words, the way they appear in the recorded text. All occurrences of a
word are grouped together, and the number of repetitions in the entire set appears
in parentheses—a large number of occurrences indicates, then, words that would be
good to memorize early (e.g., the word X5 no/not, which appears 80 times in the
set!).

One exception to the “exactly the way they appear” has to do with prefixes. Since
all occurrences of a word are grouped together, certain prefixes have been removed
in order to avoid multiple entries for the same word. Specifically, | have removed
the following prefixes:

The prefixes were left with the word in certain crystallized forms (e.g., infinitives
like 155 to study or expressions like 955 7972 usually).

The use of the glossary assumes a solid grasp of sound-letter correspondences. If
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you can identify correctly the first two or three letters of a word that you hear, and

know the alphabetical order of Hebrew consonants, you are ready to work with this

tool.
